Jesus’ entering into Jerusalerhésdfore
an incredibly provocative act. The circumstanegs s

rounding his arrival, seated on a colt, with peaghout-
ing “Blessed is the king, who comes in the naminef
Lord,” stand in defiance of both Roman and Jewish 3
thorities. Jesus will have few friends, if any,crg the
political and religious elite.

Jesus begins his protest of the established re
gious system by attacking the moneychangers. Bhdn
important dimension of the story. Although Jesalsc
them “robbers,” the money-changers were perfornam
official duty. People came from all over the known
world to worship in Jerusalem at Passover. Ordy th
Tyrian silver coin of the Temple -- not foreign si--
were acceptable for purchase of doves or lambsdani-
fice.

When Jesus throws over the tables, he is not
merely objectingtothe trading.

In this Jesus stands in the toaddf all
the great prophets, who, like Jeremiah, also aéctthe
temple system. Jeremiah says,“Your burnt offeviaig
not acceptable, nor are your sacrifices pleasimged
says the Lord. Then what then doesthe Lord reciir
us? Accordingto the prophet Micah, we must “ljnse
tice, and do kindness, and walk humbly with our God

No wonder so much Jesus taught and did of-
fended the religious elite. But that was then. ai\ddbout
now? What areve doing with the deep sense of spirh
tual purpose which is born in each one of us?

Some decide that spirituality has no role in mpd-

ern/post-modern life. The only things that counet tan-
gible, quantifiable items, promising to put somele
over and above others. The idea of God, for them,
simply irrelevant. It's just easier notto be aasiable tq
any deeper purpose.

Do we reach out to people whose life history
couldn’t be more different that ours? Do we elisien
to people who we perceive as different from us?d®r
we keep dismissing them, pretending thatthey have
connection to our welfare and future, or to thefawed
and future of our children?

Do we tacitly go along with systemic injusticef?
Are we able to name the evil “done on our behaifi a
resist it? Or do we just go along because it seEamier
in the short term. These are the questions we treeed
ask, standing here, atthe foot of the cross.

The cross is a place where both terrible and ywont

derful thingshappen Here is the intersection of oppo-
sites: human denial and Jesus’ deep acceptancalisay
regard, Jesus’ close attention; human hatred, Gord-
found love.

The cross is a place of reconciliation, where op-
posites are drawn into connection, hurts are heaied
death illuminedife.

Can we, like Jesus, say “Father, forgive them|,
for they do not know what they are doing”? Can we
like Jesus, commit not only our deaths but lougsto
God?

Jesus did not die because God demanded his lifg
for ours. Jesus died because he wouldn’t run dveay
his mission, which was to tell the truth. Jesussehto
teach and preach,to live adifor what he knew so
deeply: all of us bear the divineall of us are meant to
love.

And so we are. And sowe must. Amen.

Most of the details vary, pikce
one. In allfour Gospels, Mary Magdalene is ths fi
person to discoverthe empty tomb. It is she whasg
back to the men, still hiding in fear, to tell théime Lord
has been raised. Mary Magdalene — who was ndhey

way, a former prostitute — was clearly a leadermgrihe
larger group of disciples.

Today we hear about women comingto Jesu
tombto perform the anointingthey could not ordgyi
evening, the beginning of the Sabbath. Mark’s @bsp
adds the detail that they were worried about notdoe
able to rollthe stone placed in front ofthe tomb.

In a way, it’s surprising that they were worriedl.

slesus repeatedly told his disciples what would leapp
Over and over again Jesus said that he would lestaad
then crucified, then raised on the last day. Ne ener
seemed able or willing to listen.

So the women expect to fulfill their appointed
task of anointing Jesus’ dead body. They havexpee
tation Jesus’ body will not be inthe tomb.

But the stone has been rolled away. The bod
Jesus is missing. Not only that, two figures déscras
“angels” explain everything. They remindthe wonoé
what Jesus was constantly tellingthem, that hisgly
would be overcome by life.

Let’'s get back totheir question, though it’s an
uncomfortable one. Whgo we seek the living among
the dead? Why do we seek what is life-giving posi-
tive among what is death-dealing and negative? To
guote an old song, why are we “looking for loveih
the wrong places?”

Where are thdead place# our lives? Where
do we look for more affirmation than something or
someone can possibly give us? Where are we Igoki
instead of going to God?

One dead place we vist is our desire for pers
recognition. We desire to be admired, to be rasgec
Sometimesthere is a degree of desperation ineancis
to be affirmed. The desperation often has itgiorin
some terrible childhood event. Maybe it was a detna
ing parent who never was satisfied with our perfomee
Or perhaps simply a deep insecurity with which vezen
born.

else, and most of all, to ourselves. Of coursed dead-
end search.
